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The Shareteah Humanitarian Organization was founded in 2016
as a local organization aimed at enhancing safety and
supporting development efforts, through the implementation of
specialized programs on landmine issues and raising
awareness about the risks of explosive remnants of war, with
the goal of assisting communities affected by armed conflicts.

The organization's headquarters is located in Dohuk
Governorate, and its humanitarian activities cover various parts
of Iraq, including the governorates of Nineveh, Kirkuk, Salah
al-Din, Anbar, and Baghdad. In addition, the organization
operates several offices to support its field operations.

The Shareteah Humanitarian Organization
(SHO) aims to be at the forefront of efforts to
secure mine-related activities in Iraqg, working
in collaboration with various stakeholders to
achieve long-term protection for civilians
from the threats of explosive remnants of
war.

We carry out manual and mechanical mine
clearance in urban and rural areas
contaminated with various hazards, such as
improvised explosive devices (IED) and
explosive remnants of war (ERW), in addition
to providing risk awareness, with the aim of
returning safe lands and enhancing safety
and dignified living for affected communities.

We are certified by the Iragi Mine Action
Service in the areas of manual and
mechanical clearance, as well as technical
and non-technical survey and awareness. Our
tasks include clearing conflict areas and
inspecting contaminated buildings.

Currently, we have eight manual clearance
teams (comprising both men and women), in
addition to two mechanical clearance teams,
and seven non-technical survey and risk
education teams operating in various areas of
lraq.
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"Our organization seeks to enhance the participation
of local women in the exchange of humanitarian
information related to mine action and associated
activities, as this participation is considered an
essential part of all our activities and awareness
programs.”

The Shareteah Humanitarian Organization has
enhanced the integration of women in mine
action activities, both as full-time employees and
volunteers. We have successfully employed over
45% of women in various field and administrative
activities, with the aim of reducing discrimination
and strengthening their role in this vital field. We
also work to provide an inclusive environment
that supports the empowerment of women and
girls, offering them opportunities for active
participation in all aspects of humanitarian mine
action work.

Since 2019, the SHO has been -engaging local
communities in risk awareness campaigns on explosive
remnants of war (ERW) in Iraq. The organization focuses
its efforts on protecting the most vulnerable groups,
including returnees, as well as children in local
communities across the country.

SHO provides interactive and simple safety advice,
targeting vulnerable groups to teach them how to live and
work safely in areas contaminated with explosive
ordnance. We are committed to reducing the risk of injury

caused by these ordnance, whether explosive or VRTechnologies VR
unexploded, while considering the diverse differences -
and needs of the targeted populations, thus promoting 9
positive and sustainable behavioral change. -

We believe in the importance of adopting a sustainable

approach to disseminating information, and therefore we

work to enhance community participation through close

cooperation with community leaders, parents, teachers, Puppet Shows
business owners, and social workers, to ensure that

awareness messages reach the largest number of people

effectively. Thanks to the support of Community Focal

Points (CFPs),SHO has been able to reach thousands of

children in Iraq, providing them with vital information that

contributes to saving their lives and protecting them from

the dangers caused by explosive and unexploded Life-Size Snake &
ordnance."

"Child Protection"

SHO aims to ensure that at-risk children, including
the most vulnerable, receive preventive protection
services and comprehensive response. These
services include organized psychosocial support,
birth registration, civil documentation services,

legal assistance, case management, as well as

specialized protection services, rehabilitation, and
reintegration into the community.

The organization also aims, through its informal
education program, to provide a safe and
inclusive learing environment that contributes to
the development of children's capacites and
enhances their opportunities for a better future.
This is achieved through remedial classes in child-
fiendly environments, where compensatory
lessons are provided for children who have not
attended school or who have dropped out of
education. The program also supports children
who were previously in school but were unable to
retun, as well as those who need additional
academic support to bridge educational gaps and
enhance their academic and social skills.

SHO is committed to strengthening the child

protection system by enhancing legal,
administrative, and social structures and
capacities.

The program focuses on delivering high-quality,
multi-sectoral training sessions targeting
parents, caregivers, heads of households,
teachers and school social workers. The
organization also works to link at-risk children
and adolescents to child protection case
management and referral systems, ensuring
they access necessary services in a timely
manner. Our efforts also include implementing
a parent education program that aims to
prevent violence against children within the
family and promote positive parenting
practices. In addition, we work to establish
clubs and groups for children and adolescents
to promote positive behavioral change, support
peer education and share knowledge among
individuals.

Since 2019,SHO has partnered with its collaborators to collect and deliver over 13
million USD in humanitarian services and aid to beneficiaries. These efforts reflect
our strong commitment to improving the lives of vulnerable individuals and
communities, as we work hand in hand with our partners to achieve a tangible and
sustainable impact in various humanitarian sectors.
